THE FIEXDISH BLOODY TRAGEDY

The Unlawful Selling of Liquor at the
Bottom of the Murderous Mess.

Patrick Ryan was murdered at Bar-
cly's Jumber Fanch on Saturday
moming Last by being stabbed in the

knife, and his body sy blisteri

On Saturday aftornoon & French-
mon named Phillip Provo, camo to
this city and notified Coroner Bain
that the murder had been committed,
who immedistely procared nssistence
in the porsan of J. McNaughton, aud
started for the soeme, which is 53
wiles from_Brainerd, in_the viciaity
of White Fish lInke and Pino River.
They arrived thero the noxt mOrIg
and found & sickeniog sight, Ryun's
body luy rome 300 yards from Bar-
clay's ranch at the Indian camps in &
pool of -clotted blood. Tho buteher
kifo which did tho Lloods work Iny
besido the mew's inaniwate form
which was cut and slashed in many
plccs. In_ his stomach were three
cuts, any ono of whieh would have
cansod doath. Thebackof both hands
wera cut and also his arms, and on the
back of Lis head was o bruse as if
mado with & gun, and the supposition.
of many is that o was knocked down
and then finished with {he knife.
Coroner Bain called s jury logether

Iabored stadiously to get at the facts
in tho ease, swearing witnessos, fak-
ing testimony, and gowg over ihe
ground. Tho result of their delibera-
tions was that Patrick Ryan met his
death at tho bands of Frad Ellis, o
squaw-man, Wabash-can-we-got, or
‘White Cloud, 5 Leech Lake Indian,
Wangh-bugh-chek, a White Oak Point
Indian, and Caog-gee-geshic, chief of
the Causs lake tribe.
