Homicide is defined to be the kill-
jug of & humnn beiog by the nct, prc-
curement or owission of another, and
is either murder, manslanghter, ex-
cusable or jastifisble homisic
Maurder in. the first dogree is the kil
ing of @ humpn being, unless it is ex
cussble or justifiable, when perpce
trated with & premeditated design -fo
effect tho death of the person Killed,
or of auother. Such killing of s human
being is murder inthe second degres,
when commitiod with n design to_ef-
fect the death of the person killed, or
of ancther, bot withont deliberstion
or premeditation. 1t s unnecessary
&0 quota farther as Jackson's crime is
either one or the other of the above.
