Yor the Market.
When In the factory, the fusksare
carcfully examined by an oxpest to
Xotoct any possiblo flawa or oracks
that may m»n. for besidos nm dan.
o ory from ea
dling o i fesmlt the “orginal
possessar of the lyory ls by no means
sa earcful of hfs tusks as ho oughtta
‘bo, considering tholr valao, and with
the utmoat disregard of tho preclous
