She ran to the barn whero
the hired man was, sod called him
1o sasist her 1o subdue the fames,
but their efforts were of no wvail
An effort was then made to remove
some of the more valuable of their
goods from the burning building,
but with the exception of o few
pieces of soiid silverware and eut
gloas articles that Mrs. Spulding
prizod vory bighly notbing was
asved. Noclothing whataver except
what was worn was gottenout.  Mr
Spalding fiyures bis loss more than
5,000 A great many things were
burned, that they would not bave
parted with for say consideration,
although ot of great.

The bullding was insured for 3,000,
and §750 was carried on the furni-
tureand plano.

o burden and obstruct commerce In
& wholesome product is beyond the
power of the leglslature and there.
foro puroand wholesome baking pow-
ders may be freely sold in this state.

the beavy grade st this point and
struck the first train right in the
contor.  Thin train was gelng 20
milos an hour, snd the awful force
of the blow reduccd the engine, ono
of the fine new compoundn recontly
bought by the compony, to serap
iron. Twelve of the uew flat cars
wore completely destroyed. Engl-
neer Johoson saw the train bn smple
time and tried to stop, but the sir
brakes fajled him, apd ibe collision
resulted. Al the traipmen jumped
off and escaped withou! serious in-
jury. Mr. Jobnson remalned on his
engine untll just & second belore sbe
ntruck, when be jumped snd fortun-
ately rolled out of tho way, The pas
senger was delayed several hours by
this necident,

On Wednesday s similar sceident
oaccurred at Hackensack st 9250
m. A logging train in charge of
Conductor Wynoe left a caboose and
four cars standing oo the main track
while the engine and tho reat of the
troln hiod backed on the ide track
to piok up some cars.  Another
heavy traln |n charge of Conductor
Frook Bennelt aod drawn by engine
No.B, Wm.
