WE SAW AND OUR IMPRESSIONS.

A few days since we determined to gratify
long standing desire to pay our first visit
1o the Red River country. We accordingly
left Brainerd on the night train, in charge of
our friend, conductor Harry Brinipell, and
atalittle before midnight went flying to~
ward the west, through pire groves and
“‘orenings,” ard gefting a tolerable good
‘view of the country, even at that hour, Ly
the bright moonlight that lit up the sur-
roundings. At early dawn we legan to
leave the pines and tamaracs in therear, and
came-into open country, near Negawnoma
or Perham.. Of course, having heard so
inuch of the great country west of usalong
the line of the Northern Pacific, we were
“up to snufl™ as soon as daybreak had come
and posted ourself first on the rear platform
and next on top of the cars, and comnzenced
the most searching and square argus-eyed

nothing and make the most of everything.

Bvery few miles we would go flying past
a new town, varying insize from o single
pile of lumteror a single tent, up toa dozen
or twenty houses. Our vision was also
fgreeted, Letween the point where daylight
found us and Detroit, with quiteextensive
farms, many of them well fenced, well
stocked, aud large fields of growing grain,
and comfortable Luildings. The conntry
tetween Wadena and Detroit pleased us be-
yond expression.. 'Nﬁmerpue small rivers,
crecks, and gushing brooks of the purest|
water we ever looked into, crossed our path,
rich prairies bordered with heavy groves of

landscape and ricli pasturage spread out
upon every hand.” All things taken inte
consideration, we deem the country between
a point, say 20 miles west of Brainerd, and
Detroit, as desirable for sgricultyral and|
stock raising purposes as any portion of the
handsome country beyond the latter point.

Apmcbing Detroit we passed througha
large'body of hardwood timber, and a mile
this side of the town we came gliding past
the nerthgm shore of the beautiful, we might
almost say enchanting, lake from which the
town takes its name; or vice versa. - Detroit
Lake is_entirely surrounded by a heavy
growth of timber, and fromn the cars ervery
foot of its shores are visible atthe stme time,
though a dozen miles in circumference.

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By the amended tariff, on and after
August first, next duties on wool and
wooleos will be reduced 10 .per cent.
This will have a tendenoy to.some-
what reduce prices for all American
%ools. Traosactions with the new
clip wre only fuirly commencing.
Tlere have been quite large importa-
tions of fureign wools, and maenufac-
turers have, as a rule, not wmanifested
much anxiety to make large purchases.
For.some time past the wool market
hes begn dull. As s rule Western
crowers seem firm in  asking bigher
rates than dealers now claim they can
afford to pay. A good deal of the
oew clip will go ioto the market at
onee, but it seems certain that much
more than the vsusl amount will re-
main in the bands of the growers for
a time.

‘Whtle there are and will be attempts
to depress prices below fair rates, we
believe there is some cause for the
hegjtancy manifested by many maou-
facturers and dealers; the future is|°
oot clear to them, and many of them
are in Lonest doubt as to what sto do.
Tt is also true that some writers havo
excited unreasonable - expectations in
the minds of many growers. We
see 0o probability of any decline in
prices for a year to come, and it is
quite pessible that there may be an
advance. Thosupply of native wools
is undoubtedly light; and it éeems cer-
tain that there will be a good demand
for all wool grown anywhore. Those
growers who do not need money vow
will doubtiess b eafe in holding their
clips, and may make money by so do-
ing ; those who are in debt or me in
pressing need of money will' probably
do wisely 1o putting their clip on' the
markel.— Western Farmer.

TIME FOR CULTING GRASS,

At,s meeting of the Massachusetts
State Board of Agrionlure, Dr. Chad-
bourne, now President of Williams
College, and who haz wsed his wonder.
ful observing power in Agricaltare as
well as in other matters, said :

“My opinion and belief is, that the
best time to cut grass is when it is well
in blossam. Just as the blossom comes
out, just as the seed begins to form, is
the time when thoe nutritive waterial
which the plant furnishes is mainly in
lhe plant, and is btsi distributed in
it.”
