The New York JIndependent gives
the following summary . of the infor-
mation brought by ' Mr. ‘Btanley, the
correspondent of the Nuw York Herald,
from Dr. Livingstone :

Six yearsago last March Dr. Liviog-
stone left Zansibar with thirty wmen.
Within eight months nesrly’ the
whole*party bad deserted bim, afraid
of the tribes fo the Interior. Having
stroggled on to the land of Bonds,
where 1ives the famous King Cazemde,
and who was very friendly, be struok
a fine ptream, called Chambesi, which
was inverisbly spoken of by the Portu-
guese as “our own Zembezi,” mean-
ing thet it wss ideotical with the
Zembexi which flows, through the
Portuguese possessions of the Mozwm-
bique. This idea ocansed infinite
trouble to Dr. Livingstone, who was
able only after infinite trouble to satis-
fy himself that the Chambesi is an en-
tirely different stream—being, indeed,
the loog sought source of the Nile.
It b its eource about eleven degrees
south of the Kquator, precisely _as ghe
old Greek geographers asserfed; and,
what is moet curious of all, Dr. Liv-
ingstone b ogain and agein the
story of the four fouutsiod, told to
Herodotua by the priest of Minerva
at Sais, of which two ere the scuree of
the Nile, whils two others, oot far
distant, are the origin of Zambesi.
Dr. Livingstone was several times
within a fortaight’s maroh of these
fountsins; but eomelbieg alwaya oo-
cpried to prevent his visiting them. -

attacks Dr. Livingstone follomed this
great Chambexi river, tracing it throngh
four large lakes, to one' of which, as
wo have said, he gave the orme of lha
great Liberator of the African race,
through seven degrees of latitade call-
od, as it was, by different confusing
names as it passes from’ one lzke to
snother—now the Laapls, aad now
the Lualaba—even as we gall the ®t.
Lawrence by the name of Niagara be-
tween Lake Erie and Lake Ontatio.
Indeed, the 8t Lawreaoe series
of lakes is Do longer usmigue, but is
paralloled in the wilds of Ahica. Wheo
be had traced tho river down as far
a8 the fourth degree of south Ilatitude,
be was compelled by his faithless
servant to retarn to Ujiji, where eigh-
teen days after his arrival, Mr. Stan-
loy' met him, siok, dedtitute, and de-
spondent.

TESTS AS TO WHEN A  PLANT

WANTS WALIEN.

The wmarks by which it may be
known when "the ball of a pot planthas
become so dry as to require fresh wa-
tering are—the color of the eoil, its
feel to the touch,the weight ef the
pot, and the appearance of the folisge,
&o., of the plant. When well sup-
plied, its twigs and leaves present an
aspeot of fulloess and stiffness; but as
the ball becomes dry,and less able to
supply the whate of evaporation, the
foliage b relazed acd droop
snd, if uorelieved; begins to dry and
wither. In plants with soft, tender
leaves when in full vegetstion, this
sppearance is very striking; -but im
those-with thick, leathéty leaves, it re-
quires some experience to note change.

Fruits grow well, and have the most
delicious flavor. Small fruits,such ss
