BRAINERD AND HER CHURCH INTER-
ESTS, ETC.

We take the following interesting des-
cription from the Church Journalof July
18th last ;

““You may not Le aware where this infant
is, nor what progress the church is making
on this frontier. Eighteen months ago,
whers now ia the village of Brainerd, with
fts schools, churches, stores, hotels, magchine
shops, and newspaper, and all the other
concomitants of an enterprising town, was
= dense pine wilderness, where only the foot
of the red man had trod. It is pituated on
a beautiful level plateau, covered with pine
trees, sixty feet sbove the Mississippi River,
at the point where the N. P. Road -crosses
it, and yef three bundred miles Lelow
the head WF navigation. Tt is 150 miles
north of St. Paul, 115 weat of Duluth, and
137 east of Moorehend on the Red River, to
which point seven trains s.day each way are
now running to and from Daluth. There
ire now aboat 1,500 {nlizbitants, assembled
from all parts of this country and Burope,
and all busily engaged in business, which
the Northern Pacific Railroad hascalled into
existence. While it is only about 18 months
since the first stake was stuck by. the engi-
neer forthe rallroad bridge here, yet those
who have congregated have made arrange-
ments for the ercction of four church build-
ings, although the only one completed as
yet is the Episcopal erch«-—custing some
$5.000. The President of the N. I, Road
was in town with several strangers and offi-
cinls of the Company from the East on Sun-
day last, and attended serviée at the church
and so far s the services are, concersed,
might have imagined themselves in one of
the old cities of the East, insterd of & town
in the wilderness not two years old. I give
you a brief description of the church, which
is n gem in itsell, and admired by all. The
design was prepared by the Rev.J. H. Hop-
kins, Jr,, as well as the working plans and
drawings. 8t. Paul’s churcl;, Brainerd, s
made mostly of timbercut on the spot. The
ground plan shows one chamber 72 ft, long
by 32 ft. wide, with southern porch. The
chancel is made by a bold rood beam, sep-
arating 20 feet of the length of the building,
of which 16 feet in widlh in the cepter is
the chancel, and 8 feet on the north. side
forms the sacristy, and & similar space on
the other side is for the organ and singers.
in the center of the rood beam is a large
floriated cross. _Tlte beam is supported by
two large upright beams that run all the
way up to the roof, placed at eitherextrei-
ity of the chancel proper; and two lighter
shafts divide the central space into three
eqifal parts of which tle wmiddie oze is oc-
cupied by thret steps that ascond from the
nave, and from the southern one projects
the platform, on which stands the lectern,
Just outside the rood leam. The chancel
itsell is divided into choir and sanctuary.
In the latter is on alter and super-alter, cre-
dence and three vedilis, with Bishop's chair
on north sidé. Towards the organ chamber
there is & waingcot nbout threefeet iu hight,
the space nLove Leing open wood work, be-
tween the organ chamler and nave. The
sacristy is ceiled behind with woodwork of
the same character. Three arches of opeu
wood work occupy the three spaces from the
rood beam to the ceiling, which is of five
¢ants, ceiled longitudinaily throughout the
building. On the sides the internal séiling
is longitudinal, with an upright wainscot
running all round next the fioor. The altar
window is n large triplet of stzined glass,
with the sacred monogram of the Trinity,
the Lamb and the Dove, and the chief west
window is ani occtagon suldivided geomet-
rically, 80 &S to give somewhat the effect of
a rose window, and itis flavked by two si
gle lower side lights. The other nave win-
dows are low couplets. The lieadings of
all these ure pointed, but uot arched; the
convenience of easy timber construction re-
quiring, iu this vew country, where ma-
chinery and experienced wechanics are
wanting, the abandonment- of the curved
arched form in all cnsesfexcept the three
arches over tho rood beam. The space ar-
ranged for the front is vear the door. Ex-
ternally the main framing timbers are shown
projecting beyond the upright battened sur-
face, and giving charncter to the whot
while the main framing timbers rise into &
Lell-cote above the roof ridge, surmounted
by a picturesge cap. Orientation is ob-
served, and most of the original trees of the
forest which lately covered the whole ground
remain’ a8 ornammts on the church lot,
which is ample enough for & rectory and
parish sohool. Inside the woodwork is
white pine to be oiled; outside it is painted
once, to be finished in two well matched
tints a8 & protection to the weather. The
Rev, Jos. A. Gilfillen has been sent here by
the Right Rev. Bishop Whipple to officiate
and orgnnize the parish. Already there is
a good congregation and choir of singers.
The Iadies have raised money by their own
labors to complete the ehancel and choir.
The Sunday school class of Mrs. Thdyer,
of St. Paul's ¢hurch, Burlington, Vt., have
presented the church with s communion
set, and Miss Hall, of Muncy, Pennsylvania,
is preparing as a donation » besutiful altar
cloth and lectern hangings. The initial
steps hiive been taken for the erection of a
building for a parish scheol, and the zealous
Rector is fast becoming acquainted with the
people and children, and organizing them
info Bible classes and Sunday Schools. C.

ATACKING GRAIN. ;
From the Minnesota Farmers Union.

The annual loss to the farmers of
the Northwest, in consequence of the
careless stacking of the graio, amounts
to a large sam of .money. We kaow
not, neither does any one else, how
much, but we ‘belicve, in this State
alone, it will reach millions of dollars
every yesr, Thereis not a farmer in
the Btate but knows that we are lia.
ble to bave a sncceasion of most fear-
{ul storma from the 15:h to the 35tk of
September. SBome years, perhaps,a
little later, some years a littls earlier,
but thess storms seldom ever miss us
in Beptember, and the result is large
quaatities of No. 1 wheat is ‘transfer-
ted to No. 2, perbaps No. 8, frequently
almost ruined, The cause arises from
poor stackjeg, and. a mest wretched
polioy it is.

There is os much a trado aboot
stacking grain as there is to bumld a
‘honse, or to-make @ plow. No sar-
dine or ouvieo can build a stack prop-
erly.
