The death of the Ducde Reichstadt,
the son of the tirst Emperor, left him
the head of thc Bonaparte family. Be-
tween 1832 and 1835 he published sev-
eral books, the first.of whick, entitled
“Reveries Politiques,” was designed
to show that s Bonaparte alone conld
reconcile renublican principles with
the French national longing for mili-
tary glory. The other works were on
military subjects. During this pericd
he made: constaul efforts to enlist the
suppart of Frenchmen to enable him
to/ seize the French crown. In
1836, he attempted. fo capture the for-
tress and garrison of Strasbourg. The
intrigues promised favorably at fiat,
but the final sssault failed miserably
and the ﬁﬁnce was himself eaptured.
He was kept in confinement a fewdaye,
and. was theu cerried to Paris. His
mother had preceded bim thither to
for his life, which was granted, on
ition that he wenld be sent to the
ted States. He was but a short

In 1835 the Emperor Napoleon
made his fourth visit to England,
this time s the guest of Queen
Victoria. In 1858 the famous at-
tack on tho iife of the Emperor was
made by Orsini, the consequence of
which was not only a temporary inter-
ruplion of the friendly relations be-
tween France and England, but a
reater atrictuess’in the government at
ome. 859 the Emperor went to
Italy ns an ally o1 Victor Emmanuel in

the brilliant successes of Mogeuts and
Bolferino obtained much credit as a
military leader, and gave himself & new
and higher position in European poli-
tica. f{e arranged the terms of peace,
and dbtained remaneration for France
by the aunexation of Nice and Bavoy to
Lis empire, In 1861 he reo
Victor Enmanucl as Kiug of Ttaly.
