The Pioncer of the 1st closesan ed-

itorial on the Branch probabilities as|

“The ;!:’ub]ic interest centres upon
the probable effect upon-the prospects
of the completion of the St. Vincent
and ‘Brainerd Branches of the St. Paul
& Pacific Road. Mr. Cas, the Presi-
dent of the Northern Pacific, gave as-
surauce €0 the court uponauthority of
European bondholders, that if the St.
Paul & Pacific did not go into the
hands of 3 receiver, the money to fin-
ish the St. Vincent Branch the coming
fall,  would be furnished. In.regard
to the Brainerd Branch we have no
definite information. 1t is but justice
to the applicants for a receiver to say
that similar assurances were given on
their part.
