Dr. Dan'l Leasure, in the Pittshurgh
Leader, refers to our Northern Pacific
production of wheat as follows:

*The Reg River forms the bouud-
ary live between the State of Minne-
sota’and the Territory of Dakota, and
before leaving the State to enter the
Territory I will just refer to the state-
ments of farmers in relation to -the
number of bushels of wheat that have
been produced to the &cre of “soil.
Thirty to forty bushels fo the acre is
an ordinary crop in somg favored lo-
calities, while in others as high as
seyenty bave been produced ; but the
average all over the State s set down
at twenty-four and seven-tenths bush-
els. The average in the valley of
the Red River is much bigher, though
I have not just at this moment acces
to the tabylated figures of last year's
crops and when it is remembered
that in the valley of the Red River
are thirty-eight millions of acres of
the best producing wheat Jand in the
world, it will be safé toassume that
the people will have bread. As to
quality, the Minnesota wheat has a
rather small kernel, but |it outweighs
all other wheat, and its flour, as man-
ufactured at Minneapolis, is quite un-
approacbable by any other flour. The
bread I ate most of the time in Min.
nesota was far whiter, |lighter and
toothsome than any I ever tasted clse-
where, and I bad a fair test, for my
hostess had been my breadmaker at
home for many a day, and her testi-
mony was that she made better bread,
Wwith less trouble, than when at home
in Pennsylvania.” = ]
