‘The
skull gives overy evidence of -having
been at one time, many decades ago,
the “cap-sheal” to an intelligent an-
atomy, and is certainoly the finest spee-
imen in the collection of skells. Tra-

gion leads to tha almost positive fact
that it'is the skull of an Ebgl?sh Lord,
who many years ago made a tour to
the Belkirk Settlement, apd who with
his party, undertock the exploration
of the country across” from -the Red
River to the Missouri River, hut who,
about  midway in - that utiexplored
country, fell into. the hands of the
hostile patives; the Chief (the Lord)
of the party was taken into captivity
and was massacred at the verge of the
wonderful springs: mentioned, and his
body left to decay and his bones to
bleach on the bosom of the plains,
until the‘opward progress of | civiliza-
tion came along and found this relic
of  once highly intelligent and ad-
venturous man ; while the ;émaindcr
of the party sliared a similar fate in
othier dircctions ; but the superstition
of the natives taught them that the
most important of the party of strange
white beings should, of right to the
Great Spirit, be slaughtered at the
most sacred spot in their [domain,
which was at what is now known as
the celebrated Crystal Springs, on the
Northern Puacific.

Another skull is of a young mtive,
which' belonged undoubtedly to the
pre-historic race of this vast tountry,
or in other words, the Mound Builder's
period.

The skull itsell differs in| several
respeets from those of the natives of
the present day, and exhibits inl mach
higher degree of intellect and|cultiva;
lion; a stronger reason Is, that this
one scems to have been regularly in-
terred—a mode of burial generally
aceorded to the famous Mound Build-
ers, while the natives of more moders
times “‘bary 't.:neir dead in a tree-top
or. up on a scaffold.” o

Many other fossiliferous: specimens
are fo be seen, which excite t;he won-
der of the intelligent mind ; some hu-
man bones that have been buried so
losg that they have turned into solid
stone, but are perfect as mu!;r be in
their form.  One bone in particular,
was well  worthy the study of those
who unders{and the hu:tnan apatomy.
It is a bone, the Doctor in'forined us,
that belonged to the arm from the
elbow to the shoulder. Its peculiarity
was in the raised ridges extending
along its length, which nerer {appear
in any degree whatever on that bome
unless the man be a Herciles of
strength and. physical pawer; this be-
ing the casc, the possessor of this pet-
rified bone must have been a |terror,
and had a muscle upon which could
be cracked anything from a h:ltlenul
to 'a quartz rock, without breaking,
