His death hos occasioned an excite-

Throughout. all interviews yester-
day and to-day Mr. Ralston slaied ex-
plicitly that the suspension was not
owing to any hostile act by any adverse
parties, and that the best of feeling pre-
vailed between ‘the firm and the parties
yho have been credited with a lock-up of
coin. At un interview Iast eveningal
Ralston's residence, he repeated the as-
sérlion in the presence of other parties.

*“The statements I have mnde as to the
causes of the failureare my statements to
the world. ~ As a matter of personal rnd
private information I tell you that this
failura is the result of persistent effort
for months to break this bank.”
