!rnudulsntly filled, any pac to which
is affixed ahy trade-mark, etc., with any
goods of s tantially the same descrip-
tive properties, ctc., shall, on conviction
thercof,-be punished as preseribed i in the
first section of this act.

€ec. 4. That any person or persom
who shall, with intent to defraud any
person or persans, knowingly and wil-
rullgr uat. engrayve, or  miaoul actum, or
liuve in his, her, or théir possession, or
“{ buy, sell, offer for sale, or deal io, any
die or dies, plate or. plates, brand or
brands, engraving or engravings, on
wood, stone, metal, or other substance,
maulds, or any false repr ntation, like-
NEsB, 1 OPY, or coiorable imitation of any
‘die, plate, brand, engraving; or mould of
any private lubel, brand, stamp, written
eugraving on papEr or other substance,
or trade-mark, etc., shall, upon convic-
tion thereof, be punished as prescribed
in the first’section of this act.

Sec. 8. That any person who ghall,
with intent to injure or defraud the
owner of any trademark, or ‘any other
person lawfully entitled to use or protect
‘the same, buy, seil, offer for sale, deal
in, or have in his possession any nli or
empty box, envelope, wrapper, case, bot-
tle, or other package, to which is affixed,
so that the same may be obliterated
withiout substantial injury to such box
or other thing aforesaid, any trade-mark,
etc., not so defaced, e obliterated,
and destroyed as to pfevent its fraudu-
lent use, shall, on conyiction ‘thercof, be
punished as prescri in the first sec;
tion of this ack. :

Sec. 7. (Prescribes the. method nf ‘en-
forcing this act.} |

Sec. 8. That. any. person who, shn!l.
with intent to defraud any persoa or
persons, owingly and willully aid-
;bet in thhyiolation of any of thep:
visions of this act, shall, upon conviction
thereof, he punisbed by a fine not: ox-
ceeding . five hundred dollars, or impris-,
onment not more than one year, or both
such fine and imprisonment.

Heavy firing was heard on the rI'.'
les below. here last Tuesday,
appnrent]y in the. direction of the
Black Hilis, but noexplanation of it
was had til] yesterday. About ten
daysago Colonel Buell, commnnding at
Cheyerfne river agency,: some
scouts out to General Terry. who fail-
ed to reach him, but were attacked by
Indians, and one was: wounded in the
shoulders.
